RESOLUTION
DIRECTING THE APPROPRIATE SENATE COMMITTEE TO EXAMINE THE 
RECENT CASES OF SUICIDES COMMITTED BY PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS 
W ITH THE END VIEW  OF INSTITUTING NEEDED MEASURES TO FURTHER 
SAFEGUARD THEIR PHYSICAL, EMOTIONAL AND MENTAL WELFARE

1 WHEREAS, Republic Act No. 4670 or the Magna Carta for Public School

2 Teachers -  which was enacted in 1966 -  mandated the promotion and improvement

3 of the social and economic status of public school teachers including their living and

4 working conditions in order to retain in the teaching profession more people with the

5 proper qualifications;

6 WHEREAS, in July, the country received unfortunate news of a newly-hired

7 public school teacher who committed suicide just a few weeks after she was assigned

8 to the school in La Paz, Leyte. A month later, another young teacher from Bacoor City,

9 Cavite also committed suicide;

10 WHEREAS, according to accounts and reports from the teachers' colleagues

11 and friends via social media, one of the numerous factors which weighed on the two

12 teachers might be the alleged heavy amount of non-teaching related workload such

13 as clerical tasks, class observations, and other paper works that were required of

14 them;

15 WHEREAS, advocates for teachers' welfare also cite the implementation of the

16 specific programs by the Department of Education (DepEd) such as the results-based

17 performance management system (RPMS) and the use of Daily Lesson Log (DLL) and

18 Detailed Lesson Plan (DLP) that -  while well-intentioned -  allegedly cause added

19 stress for educators;
