WHEREAS, On January 19, 2019, Senator Emmanuel *‘Manny’ Pacquiao
has successfully defended his WBA Welterweight title after beating
Adrien ‘The Problem’ Broner via unanimous decision at the MGM Grand
Garden Arena in Las Vegas, Nevada.

WHEREAS, the world-renowned Filipino Boxing Icon, Senator Pacquiao
once again made history and recognition to the Filipino people for
reigning supreme in the WBA World Welterweight Division. Sen.
Pacquiao, captured the 61* victory of his remarkable boxing career by
outboxing Adrien ‘The Problem’ Broner.

111, 116-112 and 116-112, improving his record to 61 victories against
seven defeats and two draws. The only boxer to win eight-division
world champion in the history of the sport, and having won multiple
major world titles, as well as being the first boxer to win the lineal
championship in five different weight divisions.
