WHEREAS, after the National Screening Committee identified the 18 
finalists, the same were endorsed to the Board of Judges for final judging by this 
year's panel, headed by its Chairperson, DILG Secretary Benhur Abalos, with 
members Rico Hizon, Vice Admiral Alexander Pama (Ret), Dr. Chito Salazar, former 
governor Miguel Dominguez, Tina Monzon-Palma, former Secretary Elisea Gozun, 
former Secretary Leonardo Montemayor, and Fe Villamejor-Mendoza;

WHEREAS,\he Board of Judges selected 10 local governance programs as 
this year's winners, and these will join the ranks of 329 LGU programs from 200 
local government units from all over the country that have been awarded in the 
Gaiing Rook's 29-year history;
