WHEREAS, the triumph of Johann Randall Abrina in this international 
tournament has proven to the world that with enough training and discipline our Filipino 
athletes can be at par with the world's best memory athletes. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOL VED, as it is hereby resolved by the Senate 

to congratulate and. commend Johann Randall Abrina for winning silver medal in the 4th 

UK International Open Memory Champions held at Paddington, Central London last 

August 26 - 27,2010.
