RESOLUTION No. 147 

RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE FIFTY-THREE 
FILIPINO STUDENTS WHO WON PRIZE 
AWARDS, CERTIFICATES OF HIGH 
DISTINCTION AND PRUDENCE IN THE 
AUSTRALIAN MATHEMATICS COMPETITION 
AND THE SIX FILIPINO STUDENTS WHO 
GARNERED PERFECT SCORES IN THE 2008 
RIO “INTO BIG SCIENCE COMPETITION 

WHEREAS, the Constitution, Article 11,  section^ 13 
provides: “The State recognizes the vital role of the youth in 
nation-building and shall promote and protect their physical, 
moral, spiritual, intellectual, and social well-being. It shall 
inculcate in the youth patriotism and natiopalism, and 
encourage their involvement in public and civic affairs”; 



WHEREAS, the Philippine Star, in an  article entitled 
“Australia Honors Fifty-Nine (59) Pinoy Whiz Kids”, dated 16 
October 2008, reported that forty-eight (48) young Filipino 
math wizards won honoxs in the Australian Mathematics 
Competition (AMC) conducted by the Australian Mathematics 
Trust (AMT): 

WHEREAS, it was reported that Australian Ambassador 
to the Philippines Rod Smith and Professor Peter Taylor of 
the AMT handed out prize awards and certificates of high 
distinction to the forty-eight (48) students who joined the AMC 
last July:

WHEREAS, it was also reported that Certificates  of^

College-Alabang; Mikaela Angelina Uy of St. Jude Catholic 
School; Jeremy Vance Yap of Grace Christian High School; 
Angelina Baniqued of Saint Paul College-Pasig; and Ricci Ryan 
Rojo of Zamboanga Chong Hua High School; 

WHEREAS, it was reported that also honored during the 
ceremony were six (6) Filipino students who garnered perfect 
scores in the 2008 Rio Tinto Big Science Competition 
administered by the Australian Science Innovations, namely: 
Joanna Santelices and Elvis Jeremy Ayroso of Philippine 
Science High School-Main; Aeron Jason Virata of Aquinas 
University Science High School; Goldielyn Suzanne Limsiy of 
Grace Christian College; Marquis Alexander Tan and Raphael 
Lesmond Ku of Xavier School; 

WHEREAS, Dr. Simon Chua, president of t he  
Mathematics Trainers’ Guild-Philippines who prepared the 
Filipino students for the AMC tilt and other international math 
competitions, said that the Filipino students competed with 
their counterparts from Australia, Hong Kong, Bulgaria, China, 
Indonesia, India, Thailand, Singapore, New Zealand, Taiwan, 
and Malaysia in the AMC; 

WHEREAS, the AMT is an organization comprising 
representatives from the University of Canberra, Australian 
Academy of Science, Australian Mathematical Society, 
Australian Association of Mathematics Teachers, and a 
number of academic and corporate representatives; while the 
AMC, which was established in 1978, is an international 
correspondence math competition, which tests everything from 
the students’ basic numeracy skills to advanced problem 
solving; 

WHEREAS, these various honors and achievements won 
by Filipino students only show that our students can compete, 
and win, against the best students in the world, thus, making 
not only their families and teachers proud, but also to the 
whole country as well: Now, therefore, be it 
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Resolued, as it is hereby resolued by the Senate of the 
Philippines, To commend the fifty-three (53) Filipino students 
who won prize awards, certificates of high distinction and 
prudence in the Australian Mathematics Competition and the 
six (6) Filipino students who garnered perfect scores in the 
2008 Ria Tinto Big Science Competition.
