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By REPRESENTATIVES BENITEZ AND ESCUDERO 

AN ACT ESTABLISHING A SEPARATE CITY SCHOOLS DIVISION 
OFFICE TN THE CITY OF TALISAY, PROVINCE OF NEGROS 
OCCIDENTAL, AMENDING FOR THE PURPOSE REPUBLIC ACT 
NUMBER 8489, ENTITLED "AN ACT CONVERTING THE 
MUNICIPALITY OF TALISAY, NEGROS OCCIDENTAL, INTO A 
COMPONENT CTTY TO BE KNOWN AS THE CITY OF TALISAY" 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House ajRepresentatives ojthe Philippines in 
Congress assembled: 

SECTION I. There shall be incorporated after Section 49(b) of 

2 Republic Act No. 8489, a new article to read as follows: 

3 "ARTICLE X 

4 "TilE CITY SCHOOLS DIVISION 

5 "SEC. 50. ESTABLISHMENT OF A DIVISION OF CITY 

6 SCHOOLS. - THERE SHALL BE ESTABLISHED, UNDER THE 

7 SUPERVISION OF THE DEPARTMt;NT OF EDllCATION, A CITY 

8 SCHOOLS DIVISION OFFICE IN TALISA Y CITY WHICH SIIALL 

9 HAVE JURISDICTION OVER THE SCHOOL DISTRICTS WITHIN 

10 TALISA Y CITY AND SHALL BE HEADED BY A DIVISION 

II SUPERINTENDENT WHO MUST POSSESS THE NECESSARY 
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QUALIFICATIONS REQUffiED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF 

EDUCATION. 

"THE STAFF COMPLEMENT FOR THE CITY SCHOOLS 

DIVISION OFFICE OF TALISAY CITY SHALL ALSO POSSESS THE 

NECESSARY QUALIFICATIONS RI::QUIRI::D BY THI:: DI::PARTMENT 

OF EDUCATION. 

"THE SALARIES OF THE SUPERVISORS, PRINCIPALS, 

TEACHERS AND OTHI::R OPI::RATIONAL I::XPI::NSI::S OF THI:: 

PRIMARY, INTI::RMEDIATE HIGH SCHOOLS AND OTHER PUBLIC 

SCHOOLS IN THE CITY SHALL BI:: BORNI:: BY THE NATIONAL 

GOVERNMI::NT." 

SEC. 2. The succeeding article and sections of Republic Act No. 

8489 are hereby renumbered accordingly. 

SEC. 3. Appropriations. - The Secretary of Education shall 

immediately include in the Department's program the operationalization of the 

City Schools Division Office of Talisay City, the funding of which shall be 

included in the annual General Appropriations Act. 

SEC. 4. Repealing Clause. - All laws, decrees, executive orders, 

proclamations, rules and regulations and issuances or parts thereof which are 

inconsistent with the provisions of this Act are hereby repealed or amended 

accordingly. 

SEC. 5. Implementation. - The Secretary of Education shall issue 

the rules and regulations that may be necessary to carry out the purposes of this 

Act. 

SEC. 6. Effectivity. - This Act shall take effect fifteen (15) days after 

its publication in the Official Gazetle or in a newspaper of general circulation.
