Sec. 2, All personnel, asscts, liabilities and records ot‘l the Panagaan
National High School -- Paraiso Annex are hereby transferred to and absorbed
by the Paratso Nationat High School.

SKC. 3. The Secretary of Education shall immediately ;includc in the

Department's program the operationalization of the Paraiso National High

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School, the initial funding of which shall be charged agalnst the current year’s
appropriation of the Panagaan National High Schoo! ~ Paraiso Annex.
Thereafler, the amount necessary for the continued operation of the school
shall be inciuded in the annual General Appropriations Act.

SEC.4. The Secrctary of Education shall issuc rules and regulations
necessary to carry out the purpose of this Act.

SeC, 5. This Act shall take effect fiftech (15) days after its publication
in the Official Gazette or in a newspaper of gencral circulation.
