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AN ACT
CONVERTING THE SAWANG-MACALAS ROAD IN THE 

MUNICIPALITY OF ROMBLONj, PROVINCE OF ROMBLON, INTO A 
NATIONAL ROAD AND APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR

Be it enacted by the Senate and House oj Representatives of the Philippines in Congress assembled:

Section L The Sawang-Macalas Road, connecting the Barangays of Sawang and Macalas, 
both in the Municipality of Romblon, Province of Roinblon, is hereby converted and declared a national 
road.
